


MINUTES OF THE EXTRAORDINARY MEETING OF CLIFTON HAMPDEN PARISH COUNCIL HELD ON MONDAY 24th June 2025, at 7:15 PM PM in Clifton Hampden C of E Primary School, High Street, Clifton Hampden, OX14 3EE.

MEETING AGENDA 
1. To note apologies for absence.
Cllr Maxwell provides his apologies for absence, which were accepted as he was away on business.
2. To receive any declarations of pecuniary interest and/or requests for dispensations from
Members regarding any item on this agenda. 
There were no interests declared for any items on the agenda.
3. Public Participation. Members of the public may raise questions about and comment on items on the agenda. This session is limited to 15 minutes (3 minutes per person). 
No persons raised any points of discussion or questions to the Parish Council.
4. The Clifton Hampden Playground
· To present the SODC Capital Grant Scheme and the proposal to submit an application to repair and extend the Clifton Hampden Playground.
· Cllr Cheeseman presented a proposal to look to obtain a grant from SODC, related to a £10k fund. The PC discussed that given the shortened timeline, the PC would look to seek funding from both the Village Trust and potentially general PC funds for short-term fixing of existing assets.  It was agreed that the Recreation Ground Committee would look into funding and report to the next PC meeting.
· To decide on the establishment of a recreation ground committee
· It was RESOLVED unanimously that a Recreation Playground Committee be established.  This motion was proposed by Cllr Cheeseman and seconded by Cllr Anscombe-Stephen.
· To set the terms of reference of the Recreation Ground Committee
· It was RESOLVED unanimously that the Terms of Reference for the Recreation Ground Committee be accepted (Appendix attached).  This motion was proposed by Cllr Cheeseman and seconded by Cllr Anscombe-Stephen.
· To appoint members to the Recreation Ground Committee 
· It was RESOLVED that Cllrs Seal, Cheeseman, Doreau, Fiona Wood, Nuala James, Sophie Knott and Emily Richardson were approved as members of the Committee.  This motion was proposed by Cllr Cheeseman and seconded by Cllr Seal.
· To select of a chairperson of the Recreation Ground Committee
· It was RESOLVED unanimously that Cllr Cheeseman be nominated as Chair.   This motion was proposed by Cllr Seal and seconded by Cllr Cheeseman.
5. To discuss the upkeep of the recreation ground and ensure it is prepared for the school’s sports day on July 3, 2025.
· It was RESOLVED that Cllr Anscombe-Stephen Dougie reach out to the Cricket Club about working with the grounds maintenance person about mowing the lawn, lines, etc.  This motion was proposed by Cllr Cheeseman and seconded by Cllr Seal.
6. To decide on a name change of the parish council from Clifton Hampden Parish Council to include Burcot in the name.
· It was RESOLVED that it would be good for the Parish Council to engage with the community to see if adopting Burcot into the Parish name would be accepted.  It was also stated that the Parish Council did not necessarily have the ability to change this at the PC level.  This motion was proposed by Cllr Lowe and seconded by Cllr Anscombe-Stephen.
