


MINUTES OF THE RECREATION GROUND COMMITTEE MEETING

16th September 2025, at 7:30 PM in the pavilion on the recreation ground in Clifton Hampden.

In accordance with the Local Government Act 1972 & Section 106 of the Finance Act 1992 Members are reminded that it is their responsibility to declare any interests in items that are to be discussed at the meeting. 

MEETING AGENDA 
1. To note apologies for absence.
Cllr Seal, Doreau, and committee members Wood.

2. To receive any declarations of pecuniary interest and/or requests for dispensations from Members regarding any item on this agenda. 
There were no interests declared for any items on the agenda.

3. To review the survey results sent to residents in the parishes of Clifton Hampden and Burcot and to define how to summarise it for the annual parish meeting.
The results of 54 survey submissions were discussed and were found very insightful.  
It was RESOLVED that the survey results will be summarized in a power point slide deck and presented to the public at the Annual Parish Assembly.
It was RESOLVED that the repair of the playground is of the highest priority of the committee and the people who filled in the journey and will hence be executed on first.

4. To discuss updates on ground maintenance.
It was noted that there is a significant amount of self-seeded trees across the playground area that are too hard to be removed by hand by volunteers and will likely need professionals.
The amenities group is contacting a tree surgeon for the work on the wharf. 
It was RESOLVED that the same tree surgeon should be hired for the recreation ground afterwards.

5. To discuss updates on the potential footpath connecting Oxford Road and the recreation ground.
It was RESOLVED that the matter has a higher urgency after the tenant Rita Kelly sadly died recently. 
It was RESOLVED that Councilor Cheeseman will take the lead in investigating the possibility of a footpath.

6. To receive an update on the quotes for redesigning or repairing the Play Area.
Several quotes for the like-for-like replacement of the swings were discussed and will be taken into account for a proposal to be presented to the parish council soon.
It was RESOLVED that the costs will be around £20,000 including the surfacing and the removal of existing swings and surfaces.
It was noted that the expected lifetime of a playground is 10-15 years.

7. Updates on grants research.
It was RESOLVED that there are several options to apply for grants that would be suitable for playground repair and extension.
It was RESOLVED that the committee will collate the options for now, to be applied for when a design has been chosen and approved,

8. To discuss ideas for the redesign of the Play Area.
The committee reviewed the space and the layout of the recreation ground using aerial pictures.
It was RESOLVED that the playground will remain in the same area it currently is.
It was RESOLVED that the tennis court could be extended and transformed into a multi-sport court in a future round and that space should be allocated for this in the playground design.
It was RESOLVED that the committee will present both the survey results and the initial ideas for the layout of the recreation ground and specifically the playground will be presented at the annual Parish Assembly.

9. Date of next meeting.
It was RESOLVED that the next meeting shall be decided on via a WhatsApp poll, as many committee members could not be present.
