3. To discuss updates on ground maintenance.
It was RESOLVED that wharf and recreation ground maintenance should be considered together and given to one contractor.
It was RESOLVED that Cllrs Doreau and Seal will get three quotes from local contractors.
It was RESOLVED that Cllr Cheeseman will share the conversations from Christopher Purvis about the extend of the wharf maintenance, as well as the emails that were sent by her to potential contractors.
It was RESOLVED that the three quotes will be discussed at the next meeting.

4. To discuss updates on the potential footpath connecting Oxford road and the recreation ground.
It was RESOLVED that the option of building a footpath is looking positive.
It was RESOLVED that Councilor Cheeseman will take the lead in further actions on this topic.

5. To receive an update on the quotes for redesigning or repairing the Play Area.
It was RESOLVED that members Knott and Wood have collected three quotes for the establishment of swings, which all are about 20,000£.
It was RESOLVED that this matter shall be brought to the next parish meeting to propose that the PC pays for the swings using reserves and potentially CIL money. 

6. Updates on grants research.
Member Richardson was in contact with Peter Rose who’s a Cllr in Long Wittenham and wrote the grant for the playground they recently build. Rose is willing to support the recreation ground committee with his knowledge.
It was RESOLVED that Peter Rose shall be invited to the next committee meeting. 

7. To discuss ideas for the redesign of the Play Area.
It was RESOLVED that all members come to the next meeting with their three top priorities for play equipment.

8. AOB
· Cllr Lowe brought to the meeting a request she would like to approach the topic of improving the cricket club building to the cricket club and the Gibbs estate to create a better community building including further amenities and improving the current offering of services to the community, which was agreed to by the committee.
· It was replied by the committee that we feel strongly that we need to maintain the relationship and nurture the collaborative approach to the club house improvements – aiming at supporting them.
· It was mentioned that the groundsmen are volunteers, and the committee values their efforts and time given and for what they do for the community in maintaining the recreation ground currently. Hence, communications are to be handled carefully.
· The committee recognised the need for the school and other stakeholders to have access for the toilet and the need for improvements to the building.
· Cllr Lowe mentioned that she would be grateful if when we are looking at grants for work to ensure that this may not jeopardise any future grants she may want to apply for, for improvements to the club house.
